TECHNIQUE:  The background I pieced layered and quilted with copper metallic thread in the bobbin, quilting from the back of my quilt.  The design parts were all free hand cut, fused and stitched with variegated thread.  Cinderella’s face is a photo of my grand daughter Renee, printed onto fabric cutout and fused in place. I used the same process for

the Fairy-God-Mother, using a photo from free clipart on the web. The Star and “Fairy Dust” are iron on crystals.  The glass slipper is Angelina fiber pressed onto a rubber stamp, cut out and sewed on the quilt. The tree leaves are double-faced with iron-on web and sewn on in the veins only leaving edges to curl as in “real leaves”.
